This introductory note does not form a part of the permit
The main features of the permit are as follows.

This permit will allow the operator to receive, store and treat inert and non-hazardous Household,
Commercial and Industrial wastes for recovery and disposal. Non hazardous soils with low level
hydrocarbon contamination will also be received for bioremediation. The annual throughput shall be
less than 100,000 tonnes.

Mixed non-hazardous waste are sorted by hand, mechanical grab and trammel. Wood, plastics,
cardboard, metals, WEEE waste and inert wastes are removed for recycling. The residual waste is
pre-treated by shredding it to reduce the volume prior to disposal to landfill. The fines are used as
landfill cover. Inert wastes are sorted, screened and graded for resale and re-use.

1 Management

1.1 General management

1.1.1  The operator shall manage and operate the activities:

(€) in accordance with a written management system that identifies and minimises
risks of pollution, including those arising from operations, maintenance, accidents,

Emissions of substances not controlled by emission

Emissions of substances not controlled by emission limits (excluding odour) shall not
cause pollution.

(b) the breach of a limit specified in the permit; or
(c) any significant adverse environmental effects.

Any information provided under condition 4.3.1 shall be confirmed by sending the
information listed in schedule 5 to this permit within the time period specified in that
schedule.

Where the Environment Agency has requested in writing that it shall be notified when the
operator is to undertake monitoring and/or spot sampling, the operator shall inform the
Environment Agency when the relevant monitoring and/or spot sampling is to take place.
The operator shall provide this information to the Environment Agency at least 14 days
before the date the monitoring is to be undertaken.

The Environment Agency shall be notified within 14 days of the occurrence of the following
matters, except where such disclosure is prohibited by Stock Exchange rules:

Where the operator is a registered company:

€) any change in the operator’s trading name, registered name or registered office
address; and

(b) any steps taken with a view to the operator going into administration, entering into
a company voluntary arrangement or being wound up.

Where the operator is a corporate body other than a registered company:
